10.00am-10.45am Session 1 (English)


10.45am-11.30am Session 2 (Maths)


11.30am-12.15pm Session 3 (Science)


12.15pm-12.30pm lunch (students must not leave until 12.30pm in order to allow other cohorts to exit building)


Students will be seated according to prepared seating plan and this will remain in place for all sessions. The hall will be the assigned ‘learning hub’


Teaching staff assigned to the Year 10 cohort will remain with the students at all times whilst they in the building.


Students will receive an assigned pencil case that must not be shared and will be used for each session.


Year 10 students one at a time, will only use the staff toilet on Floor 4 and students waiting should remain at their assigned work space.


Refreshments and lunch will be provided but will be brought to the main hall space for student to access.


Classroom space on floor 3 may be used with prior notification to Vice Principal and site staff to allow for adequate cleaning and containment.

Students will receive an assigned pencil case that must not be shared and will be used for each session.


Vulnerable cohort students one at a time, will only use the student toilet on Ground Floor and students waiting should remain in the canteen


Refreshments and lunch will be provided in the canteen space for students to access.


Classroom space on floor 1, kitchen or gym may be used with prior notification to Vice Principal and site staff to allow for adequate cleaning and containment. 


Hand sanitising and hand washing should be an embedded practice through the sessions








Students and staff to arrive at the prescribed staggered times according to specific cohort (non-uniform for students and smart casual wear for staff)


Students and staff may only enter the building through the main reception doors
