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Guidance for Travelling to School


You should avoid using public transport where possible. Instead try to walk, cycle, or drive. If you do travel, think carefully about the times, routes and ways you travel. This will mean we will all have more space to stay safe.


You should wear a face covering whist travelling.  A face covering should cover your mouth and nose while allowing you to breathe comfortably. 


Where possible, try to maintain social distancing. Be aware of the surfaces you touch.
