
Key Stage 4 Bubble


Guidance for students in 


Years 10 and 11 ONLY





All students must use the supplied hand sanitiser on arrival in reception between 9.15am and 9.35am.


Students will exit reception via staff area and make their way to the main hall on Floor 4 via the staff staircase.


Students will access lockers on Floor 4.


Key Stage 4 bubble lessons will be situated where possible as follows:


Year 10 only in Floor 2 classrooms.


Year 11 only in Floor 4 main hall.


Art, Catering and Science lessons will be in the specialist rooms and teachers will collect students to escort them by a specific route.


Students will be seated according to a prepared seating plan and this will remain in place for all sessions.


Students will receive an assigned pencil case that must not be shared and will be used for each session.


Key Stage 4 students one at a time, will only use the toilets as follows and students waiting should remain in-++ their classroom until the toilet is available:


Year 10 on Floor 2 toilets only


Year 11 on Floor 4 toilets only


The Key Stage 4 bubble breaktime will be in the main hall and the outside yard space.


The Key Stage 4 bubble lunchtime will only be in the main hall on floor 4.


Hand sanitising and hand washing should be an embedded practice throughout the sessions.








If test is NEGATIVE


Student may return to school and members of the household can stop self-isolating.








Students to arrive at the prescribed staggered times for their group.


Students may only enter and exit the building through the main reception doors.


All students must use the supplied hand sanitiser on arrival before passing through the reception area.


All students will have their temperature checked with a non-contact infra-red device on arrival.





Students to remain within their designated ‘bubbles’ and ‘learning zones’


Social distancing to be respected at all times and at least 2 metres.


Hand washing before starting work and after visiting the toilets and prior to eating and drinking.


Hands to be washed for at least 20 seconds with hot soapy water.


Hand Sanitiser is available and should be used as and when required.


Avoid touching your face as much as possible.


Should your child exhibit symptoms of Covid-19, they will be immediately placed in the medical room and you will be contacted to collect them as a matter of urgency. We then expect you to have your child and family tested. As soon as you receive the results of this test, you will need to let the school know. This is so that we can complete effective track and tracing to safeguard all students and staff whom may have been in contact with your child if they receive a positive result. 





If test is POSITIVE


Students to self-isolate for 7 days and members of the household to self-isolate for 14 days





Key Stage 3 Bubble


Guidance for students in 


Years 7, 8 and 9 ONLY





All students must use the supplied hand sanitiser on arrival in reception between 8.45am and 9.15am.


Students will exit the locker room via reception and immediately make their way in to the canteen.


Key Stage 3 bubble lessons will be situated where possible only in Floor 1 classrooms.


Art, Catering and Science lessons will be in the specialist rooms and teachers will collect students to escort them by a specific route.


Movement between lessons will be carefully managed to prevent contact between the two separate ‘bubbles’.


Students will be seated according to a prepared seating plan and this will remain in place for all sessions.


Students will receive an assigned pencil case that must not be shared and will be used for each session.


Key Stage 3 students one at a time, will only use the toilets on Floor 1 and students waiting should remain in their classroom until the toilet is available.


The Key Stage 3 bubble breaktime will only be in the canteen. Pool tables, table tennis, dining chairs and tables will be available in this venue.


The Key Stage 3 bubble lunchtime will be in the canteen and the outside yard space.


Hand sanitising and hand washing should be an embedded practice throughout the sessions.
